2. Demonstrate the ability to assess, diagnose and formulate an appropriate acute management program for knee injuries
3. Apply knowledge of functional anatomy and biomechanics of the upper limb to the assessment, diagnosis and acute management of shoulder injuries
4. Demonstrate knowledge and practical skills to assess and manage on-field injuries, and specifically demonstrate knowledge of an effective examination and treatment of injuries to the spine on the sporting arena.
5. Identify the injury prevention, assessment, management and rehabilitation roles of the sports physiotherapist in a team situation. Also be able to outline the medical team structure for a sporting team and identify the role of the sports physiotherapist. The participant should also recognise the implications of sports coverage with respect to risk management, physiotherapy registration, insurance and remuneration.
6. To be proficient at strapping techniques for the athlete
